Vito Cimilluca: The Ordinance is for private residents renting out their swimming pools to a third party. 

Kyle Anderson, Council President:  Sorry, I was confusing the Ordinances. People are renting their pools with Air B and B, so there is a safety measure that has to be met.

Public Meeting:
Kyle Anderson, Council President: We will now go into the public comments portion of the meeting.  When approaching the microphone, please state your name and what section of town you live in.  You will have a one-time opportunity to speak for up to five minutes. All videotaping must be taken from the rear of the room in the designated area. Please be respectful of each other and make sure that there are no signs or posters in the aisles or walkway.  Although it allows for five minutes, I will give you a one minute warning, is there anyone wishing to speak tonight?
John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any comments from the public?
Jessica Maher, Avenel: Did an onsite visit to Sea Quest and saw no rules, no instruction on how to touch the animals for patrons and any extra interactions required a token.  
Jessica went on to describe her visit of the unsafe environment, lack of employees, dangerous animal encounters to patrons, unsanitary animal encounters and depressing animal welfare.  
Nicole Paternoster, Avenel: Addressed the illegal fish pedicures happening at SeaQuest and they advertise on their website as fishy kisses spa treatment so they aren’t trying to hide it. This may seem like a fun and unique experience but these treatments do pose serious dangers.  Fish pedicures are illegal in the state of New Jersey since 2012.  She described the Municipal Code on pedicure treatments and proper care for performing them.  Stressed that the water is supposed to be cleaned out after each use, SeaQuest did not once change the water nor dumped the fish while they were there for 2 hours.  Fish pedicures cannot meet sanitation standards, the same fish is used on multiple customers and there is no way to disinfect live fish between treatments which can cause many bacterial infections.  Mycobacteriosis which can result in painful skin legions and other complications.  If someone has open cuts or weakened immune systems, they are even more susceptible to an infection.  The fish nibble on your dead skin and the workers said they are given one pellet a night to make sure they are hungry enough throughout the day to eat this skin.  The use of these fish in a shared water environment combined with the inability to properly sanitize the fish turns these spa treatments into a breeding ground for dangerous bacteria. We are exposing children to this and strongly urge the council to stop these unsafe and illegal practices for the safety of our community.  
Carrie Aspada, Seaside Heights: Born and raised in NJ, I currently reside in Seaside Park. I have 3 reasons why Woodbridge SeaQuest needs to be shut down.  A threat to human health, a threat to animal health and they’ve already received a 32 page violation from NJFW. There also has been a complaint to the FCC which was 19 pages so you would think that with 51 pages of complaints and violations their permits would be revoked. Animal interactions are encouraged by SeaQuest and jeopardizes the health of customers, especially those vulnerable.  The investigative report showed 34 incidences of bites, some resulting in stiches, from several different animals.  In addition to these injuries, these people are being exposed to different zoonotic diseases like salmonella, rabies, mites, ringworm and strep.  Dipping hands in the water of the fish can cause mycobacteriosis and a 3 year old child got salmonella from just touching the fish food.  Colorado and Connecticut have already shut down. On my recent visit, the floors were black and filthy and there were no antibacterial or hand washing stations for guest.  She went on to recite the NJFW policy that states feeding portals must be monitored at all times by staff. There were no staff watching the interactions of the feeding or the touching especially with the iguanas. They are to be monitored so the kids aren’t giving non approved food to these animals and there was not.  At my visit, they were not giving any instructions to anyone. We were shocked that there was no supervision for the walk in pens. The kids were touching the iguanas, touching the star fish, the guinea pigs were hiding from the kids because they didn’t like the interaction, the stench in the farm section was horrific and reeked, the aquarium walls were filthy with scum, the pig was on a thin layer of straw over concrete and was pacing back and forth, the goats, chicken, and pythons didn’t have enough space, the duck was limping and the fish was overcrowded. There were flies on what food they did have.  We are working the NJFW and the HHS.  When we went to the NEW Jersey Fish and Wildlife meeting they had no idea this was going on.  They said the committees don’t have oversight on an investigative process.  People in the room were shocked that a place like this exists in New Jersey. There is definitely a disconnect. 2 weeks ago NJFW did an investigative inspection.  It’s a clear violation of code for NJ stating that no permit shall be issued until it has been determined by the Health and Human Service Department upon inspection that a place is suitable.  If they got their renewal in March 2024, but when we inquired there was no inspection report and that is the part we don’t understand, these permits are being used but are they being inspected by the Health and Human Service Dept. 
John Vrtaric, Woodbridge: Asked about the details for Resolution #27.
Mayor McCormac: Omar Avenue is being extended for better access to Rahway Avenue and the Turnpike.
