The Township requires the implementation of digital systems that improve access, quality, and
ease of updating flood data within the community. Further, The Township’s Floodplain Manager
and Geospatial Information Systems Specialist work together to ensure all FEMA best available
flood hazard data is accessible using local GIS platforms. The Township has also created an
easily navigable public ‘Flood Viewer’ which is a web-based mapping portal showing all
Effective and Preliminary FEMA flood hazard data. Said viewer permits the ability for flood
hazard data to be viewed by the public based on a street address.
